FOOTBALL TOURNAMENT 2023 – JHARKHAND  

The Indian Blind Football Federation (IBFF) successfully hosted the 7th edition of the Men's 

and 3rd Women's IBFF National Blind Football Tournament at the Tinplate sports ground in 

Jamshedpur, Jharkhand, from 17th to 20th May’23. The Divyang Marg Darshan Trust was our 

local hosting partner for this tournament. Approximately 220 participants from all over the 

country showcased their skills and passion for blind football. After intense matches, the 

Uttarakhand team emerged as champions in both categories.  

 

NATIONAL WOMEN’S TEAM SELECTION CAMP FOR THE IBSA WORLD 

GAMES 2023 – KERALA 

The IBFF held a selection camp in Kochi, Kerala, from 5th to 15th June 2023, to choose players 

for the Indian Women's Blind Football Team for the Women's World Championship 2023 in 

Birmingham. 24 players from across India participated, with 8 B1 players and 2 goalkeepers 

selected. The championship held in Birmingham, UK, from 12th to 21st August 2023. The 

selected team members attended a 15-day training session in Kochi, Kerala, from July 25th to 

10th August 2023.  
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NATIONAL MEN’S TEAM SELECTION CAMP FOR THE INTERNATIONAL 

BLIND FOOTBALL TOURNAMENTS 2023 – KERALA 

The IBFF conducted a selection camp for the Indian Men's Blind Football team in Kochi, 

Kerala, from 26th June to 7th July 2023, for the International Blind Football events in the 

calendar year 2023, which included the IBSA Intercontinental Cup and the Asian Para Games 

2023. Around 20 players participated from all over India, and 10 B1 (8+2 Reserve) players and 

3 goalkeepers (2 + 1 Reserve) were chosen for the national men's team. The second phase of 

the training camp conducted from August 27th to October 19th 2023.   

 

IBSA WORLD CHAMPIONSHIP - BIRMINGHAM, UK 

The Indian Women's Blind Football Team finished fourth in the World Championship held in 

Birmingham from August 12th to 21st, 2023. They won their first match against Austria 1-0 

but lost to Argentina 4-0 in the second match. The group stage ended with a goalless draw 

against Germany. Despite this, they finished second in Group B and made it to the semi-finals. 

Unfortunately, they lost to Japan in a penalty shootout. In the third-place match, they lost to 

Sweden in another penalty shootout. This was their first World Cup appearance and securing 

fourth place was a remarkable achievement for the team. 

  
 

IBSA INTERCONTINENTAL CUP 2023 – KERALA INDIA 

The IBFF-organized IBSA Intercontinental Cup 2023 was held at the United Sports Centre in 

Kakkanad, Kochi Kerala from September 23rd to October 2nd, 2023. In an exciting final 

match, Chile emerged as the champions by defeating Costa Rica. This international tournament 

saw the participation of 10 countries, including India, who finished in 6th place.
